Officials with the Department of Health and Hospitals 

conducted a visual inspection of Plantation Elementary on Friday (today) and reported that they found 

no signs of sick building syndrome.  In fact, the officials reported they believed Plantation to be an 

above average school environmentally.  These officials found no signs of mold.  As an extra precaution, 

the district will proceed with its plan to clean and test the building. 

 

The administration has committed to cleaning all HVAC units at Plantation Elementary.  This 

cleaning work will begin on Saturday, April 21.  In an effort to clean all of the units as quickly as 

possible, Plantation Elementary will need to be closed to students and staff on Monday, April 23, and 

Tuesday, April 24.  Before and after all HVAC units are cleaned, district officials will conduct - air, 

swab, bulk, and tape-lift tests, in every room in the school. 
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
