N.P. MOSS STUDENTS ATTEND ALTERNATE SITES IN JANUARY  
 

LAFAYETTE, LA. Ñ   When classes resume after the holiday break, students from N.P. Moss 

Middle School will attend classes at two alternate sites - 8th graders at Northside High, 7th and 6th 

graders at Good Hope Baptist Church.  Parents are invited to attend Open Houses at both locations on 

Monday, Jan. 7 at 5:30 p.m. for a tour of facilities and meeting with administrators and teachers.  

Students will return to classes staggered by grade level to assist with transitions and provide more 

individualized attention to students.  On Tuesday, Jan. 8, 8th grade students will report to school at 

Northside and 6th graders  will report to Good Hope Baptist Church; 7th graders will remain at home. 

On Wednesday, Jan. 9, 7th graders will report to Good Hope Baptist Church and 6th graders will remain 

at home.  On Jan. 10, both 6th and 7th graders will attend school. 

Additional guidance counselors will be assigned to the schools to provide counseling and 

discussions for students and teachers throughout the first week of school.  Assignments beyond Jan. 11 

will be determined as needed by administrators.  Parent liaisons have been assigned by the district as 

personal contacts for parents with specific questions or needs.  The parent liaisons are Patsy Williams 

and Mary Speyrer, who both work in the Homeless Education Program.  They can be reached after Jan.

Throughout the first week of school in January, district office staff will be assigned to both sites to 

assist administrators, teachers and students.  N.P. Moss Principal Kim Hypolite and Assistant Principal 

Al Bergeron will oversee the 8th graders at Northside High.  The following administrators have been 

appointed to oversee th and 7th graders at Good Hope Baptist Church: Moss Principal at Good Hope, 

Cindy Duhon; Moss Assistant Principal at Good Hope, Juanita Thibeaux; and Jeff Debetaz will 

complete his Wallace Administrative Residency at Good Hope. 
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
