1.2 PURPOSE: 

The purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP) is to obtain competitive proposals from 
qualified individuals and firms interested in providing Garbage Collection and Recycling 
Services. 

 
This RFP provides prospective proposers with sufficient information to enable them to 
prepare and submit proposals for consideration by LPSS to satisfy the needs as outlined 
in the scope of work.

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1.4 PROPOSAL SUBMISSION: 
The LPSS Purchasing Department must receive all proposals, 113 Chaplin Drive, 
Lafayette, LA  70508, no later than the date and time shown in the Schedule of Activities, 
Item 4 – Proposal submission deadline. It is the responsibility of the proposer to ensure 
that their proposal is received in the Purchasing Office, prior to the deadline.

1.6 AMENDMENTS TO RFP: 

In the event it should be necessary to revise any portion of this RFP, modifications 
(which includes any amendments or addenda) to this solicitation will be sent to all 
proposers. 

 
1.7  RESPONSE MATERIAL OWNERSHIP: 

All material submitted regarding this RFP becomes the property of the Lafayette Parish 
School System. Proposals may be reviewed by any person after the “Award notice”  has 
been issued. 

 
1.8 PROPRIETARY INFORMATION: 

All material submitted in response to this RFP will become public record and will be 
subject to inspection. Any material requested to be treated as proprietary or confidential 
must be clearly identified and easily separable from the rest of the proposal. Such request 
must include justification for the request. The request will be reviewed and either 
approved or denied by the LPSS Purchasing Agent. If denied, the proposer will have the 
opportunity to withdraw its entire proposal, or to remove the proprietary restrictions. 
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NEITHER COST OR PRICING INFORMATION NOR A TOTAL PROPOSAL WILL 
BE CONSIDERED PROPRIETARY. 

 
1.9 REJECTION OF PROPOSALS: 

The Lafayette Parish School System reserves the right to reject any or all proposals 
received in response to this RFP, or to cancel this RFP if it is in the best interest of the 
school system to do so. Failure to furnish all information or to follow the proposal format 
requested in this RFP may disqualify the proposal. Any exceptions to the Scope of Work 
must be identified in the proposal. 

 
1.10 INCURRING COSTS: 

LPSS shall not be obligated or be liable for any cost incurred by proposers prior to 
issuance of a contract. All costs to prepare and submit a response to this solicitation shall 
be borne by the proposer. 

 
1.11 EVALUATION CRITERIA: 

An evaluation wil1 be made by an evaluation committee to evaluate the merit of 
proposals received in accordance with the evaluation criteria defined herein. The 
recommendations of this group will be forwarded to the Superintendent for approval. 

 
1.11.1 Failure of the proposer to provide in his/her proposal any information requested in 

this RFP may result in disqualification of the proposal and shall be the 
responsibility of the proposing individual or firm. 

 
1.11.2 During the evaluation process, discussions may be conducted with proposers who 

submit proposals determined to be reasonably susceptible of being selected for 
award. It will be the recommendation of the evaluation committee if discussions 
for clarification are needed. 

 
1.11.3 The sole objective of the evaluation committee will be to recommend the proposer 

whose proposal is most responsive to the school system's needs while within the 
available resources. The specifications within this RFP represent the minimum 
performance necessary for response. 

 
1.11.4 Specific evaluation criteria are outlined in the section entitled Evaluation Criteria.  

 
1.12 CONTENT: 

The contents of the proposal of the successful proposer will become contractual 
obligations if contract acquisition action ensues. Failure of the successful proposer to 
accept these obligations in a contract may result in cancellation of the award and such 
vendor may be removed from future solicitations. 

 
1.13 PROVISION FOR REQUIRED INSURANCE: 

Award of a contract will be contingent upon the successful proposer submitting 
certificates of insurance. 
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1.14 CONFLICT OF INTEREST: 
By submission of a proposal, proposer agrees that, at the time of contracting, the 
contractor has no interest, direct or indirect, that would conflict in any manner or degree 
with the performance of the contractor's services. The contractor shall further covenant 
that, in the performance of the contract, the contractor shall not employ any person 
having any such known interest. 

 
1.15 REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL: 

The Request for Proposal Form must be signed, in ink, by a person authorized to bind the 
proposer and returned with the proposal. 

 
1.16 It is the intent of LPSS to select a vendor within 60 days of the deadline for receipt of 

proposals. However, proposals must be firm and valid for award for at least 120 days 
after the deadline for receipt of proposals. 

 
1.17  NEWS RELEASES: 

News releases pertaining to this RFP shall NOT be made prior to execution of a contract, 
and then are to be made only with the approval of LPSS. 

 
1.18 BACKGROUND, OVERVIEW, GOALS: 

This proposal will provide professional services to the Lafayette Parish School System 
for the purpose of providing all labor, material, tools, equipment, containers and any 
other material or equipment necessary to furnish a garbage and/or a recycling collection 
service at the various schools and central office of the Lafayette Parish School System.  
 

1.19  STATEMENT OF WORK: 
The scope of work to be preformed by the selected proposer is specifically described in 
Section 4.0.  

 
1.20 ORAL PRESENTATION: 

Proposers may be asked to make oral presentations to the evaluation committee. Such 
presentations will be at the proposer's expense. 

 
1.21  ACCEPTANCE OF RFP TERMS: 

A proposal submitted in response to the RFP shall constitute a binding offer. The 
autographic signature of the proposer shall indicate acknowledgment of this condition or 
an officer of the proposer legally authorized to execute contractual obligations. A 
submission in response to the RFP acknowledges acceptance by the proposer of all terms 
and conditions including compensation, as set forth herein. A proposer shall identify 
clearly and thoroughly any variations between its proposal and the LPSS's RFP. Failure 
to do so shall be deemed a waiver of any rights to subsequently modify the terms of 
performance, except as outlined or specified in the RFP. 

 
1.22 SELECTION OF PROPOSAL: 

Proposers will be notified in writing regarding the results of the RFP evaluation. Upon 
review and approval of the evaluation committee's recommendation for award, the LPSS 
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Purchasing Department will issue an “Award Notice”  letter to the apparent successful 
proposer. Provided, however, that all proposers understand that such letter, by itself, does 
not grant any property interest or right of any nature in the RFP work/services or to a 
contract for the performance of such work/services. Contract terms that are consistent 
with the RFP and that are acceptable to the school system must first be negotiated, and a 
contract must then be completed and signed by all parties before any such right exists. 
Therefore, the apparent successful proposer that receives an “Award Notice”  letter shall 
not rely on that letter to make commitments to third parties, and the apparent successful 
proposer shall not take any action(s) that incur costs/obligations to prepare for or start the 
performance of the RFP work/services until a contract is so negotiated and executed. 
Also, a contract must be completed and signed by all parties concerned on or before the 
date indicated in the Schedule of Activities. If the parties are unable to agree on 
negotiated terms, for the contract, or if this schedule date is not met through no fault of 
the LPSS, the LPSS may elect to cancel the “Award Notice”  letter and make the award to 
the next most advantageous proposer. 

 
1.23 AWARD OF CONTRACT: 

The award will be made to that proposer whose proposal, conforming to the RFP, is the 
most advantageous to the Lafayette Parish School System, price and other stated 
evaluation factors being considered, subject to negotiation and execution of an acceptable 
contract as described above. 

 
1.24 STANDARD CONTRACT: 

The Lafayette Parish School System will incorporate standard school system contract 
provisions into any contract resulting from this RFP. 

 
1.25 RFP CANCELLATION: 

The school system reserves the right to cancel this Request for Proposal at any time, 
without penalty. 

 
1.26 INDEMNIFICATION:  

Any contract resulting from this RFP shall contain the following clause, verbatim: 
 

“To the extent authorized by law, the contractor shall indemnify, save, and hold harmless 
the Lafayette Parish School System, its employees, and agents, against any and all 
claims, damages, liability and court awards including costs, expenses, and attorney fees 
incurred as a result of any act or omission by the contractor or its employees, agents, 
subcontractors, or assignees pursuant to the terms of this contract.”  

 
1.27 VENUE: 

The laws of the State of Louisiana shall govern in connection with the formation, 
performance and the legal enforcement of any resulting contract.  
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SECTION 2.0 
INFORMATION REQUIRED FROM PROPOSERS 

 
 
 

2.1 APPROACH TO PROJECT: 
Submitted proposals must detail the proposer’s understanding of and approach to the 
project.  Address each element of the Evaluation Criteria. Identify any work performed 
by subcontractors. 

 
2.2 WORK EXPERIENCE: 

List all relevant work experience and qualifications similar to the proposed project.  
Identify previous or on-going projects that your firm is involved with that are similar to 
this project.  Identify individuals and number of trucks to be available to this project.  List 
driver certifications.  All drivers must have a CDL. 

 
2.3 COST/STAFFING PROPOSAL: 

Provide a cost for all elements of the project, including a firm fixed price for each task in 
the scope of work.  The proposer shall provide this information in the specified format in 
submitting their proposal.  Prices proposed must be firm.  No “best and final offer”  will 
be requested or considered for proposal evaluation. 

 
2.4 OTHER SERVICES: 

All proposals shall include information on the following services:

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SECTION 3.0 
EVALUATION 

 
 
 

3.1 AWARD OF PROPOSAL: 
This section will outline the evaluation criteria to be used by the evaluation committee in 
the selection of the submitted proposals. After evaluation of the written proposals, LPSS 
may request oral presentations from approximately three of the top-ranked proposals, 
with scores of 70 and above, to a panel of evaluators. The highest ranked proposals will 
be given fair and equal treatment in the second phase of the evaluation. After the 
presentations, the proposals will be ranked based on the same criteria and the top-ranked 
proposal shall be recommended by the evaluation committee to begin contract 
negotiations. The contract will be awarded to that proposer whose proposal, conforming 
to the RFP, will be the most advantageous to the Lafayette Parish School System, price 
and other factors considered. 

 
3.2 EVALUATION PROCESS: 

3.2.1 An evaluation committee will independently evaluate the merit of proposals 
received in accordance with the evaluation factors defined in the RFP. The 
recommendations of this committee will be forwarded by the project 
leader/manager to the Board for review and approval. 

 
3.2.2 Failure of the proposer to provide any information requested in the RFP may 

result in disqualification of the proposal and shall be the responsibility of the 
proposer. 

 
3.2.3 The sole objective of the evaluation committee will be to recommend the proposer 

whose proposal is most responsive to the Lafayette Parish School System's needs 
while within the available resources. The specifications within the RFP represent 
the minimum performance necessary for response. 

 
3.2.4 The proposal(s) with the highest average scores, in each evaluation criteria, will 

be recommended for award. 
 
3.3 EVALUATION CRITERIA: 
 3.3.1 Administrative Capability – 25 points 

a. Administrative experience and management efficiency. 
b. Effectiveness of past performance on projects of similar scope and size, 

including program design and administrative capability in providing 
services.

3.3.2 Computer Literacy and Evaluation Capability – 10 points 
a. Integration of computer systems into project operations. 
b. Data collection and reporting services available. 
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 3.3.3 Training – 10 points 
  a. Training of staff. 
 

3.3.4 Fees – 30 points 
a. Reasonableness of Fees. 
b. Individual Prices. 

 
3.3.5 Feasibility and Completeness – 15 points 

a. Adequacy and completeness of proposal. 
b. Proposal inspires confidence in production of quality product. 

 
3.3.6 Other Services – 10 points 

a. Ability to offer other services detailed in Section 2.4 
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SECTION 4.0 
STATEMENT OF WORK 

 
 
 

EXAMINATION OF SPECIFICATIONS, SPECIAL PROVISIONS AND SITE OF 
WORK: 
All proposers shall tour the Parish and familiarize themselves with the work described in the 
specifications. Submission of a proposal shall be deemed conclusive evidence that such a tour 
has been made by each proposer and shall constitute a waiver by each of all claims of error in 
proposal, withdrawal of proposal, or payment of extras, or combination thereof, under the 
executed contract, or any revision thereof. 
  
INDEMNITY CLAUSE:  
An indemnity clause of liability insurance will be required of the successful proposer. In it the 
successful proposer will be required to hold harmless and indemnify the Lafayette Parish School 
System from all claims, legal or equitable, including court costs and reasonable attorney's fees, 
arising out of the operation of the collection and disposal service.  
 
OWNERS HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE:  
The following hold harmless agreement must appear verbatim on the insurance certificate:  
 

The Contractor shall indemnify Owner and save it harmless from damage to Owner's 
property and from all claims and judgments (including cost of litigation and attorney's 
fees) made or obtained against Owner by third person, including Owner's and 
Contractor's employees and agents, based on injuries to persons or property in any 
manner caused by, incident to, connected with, resulting or arising from the performance 
of this contract or the presence of Contractor's employees and/or agents on Owner's 
premises. 
 

Owner's Protective Property & Bodily Injury:  
$500,000 combined single limit per occurrence  

 
Contractor shall provide and carry Owner's Protective insurance in the amounts as stated above 
and shall show proof of coverage on the Certificate of Insurance to be furnished to the Owner at 
the time of signing of contract.  
 
INSURANCE: 
The Contractor shall not commence work under this contract until he has obtained all insurance 
required by this paragraph, and until such insurance has been approved by the Owner with an 
insurance company satisfactory to the Owner, nor shall the Contractor allow any subcontractor to 
commence work on his subcontract until the insurance required has been obtained and submitted. 
Proper certificates showing such insurance is in effect shall be furnished to the Owner prior to 
execution of the contract, which certificates shall incorporate a provision that no cancellation or 
change in such insurance shall be effected for any cause without thirty (30) days written notice 
being given to the Owner. 
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The Contractor shall effect and maintain until completion and acceptance of the work, insurance 
as follows:

Employer's Liability Coverage of $100,000 minimum per occurrence.

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VI. Coverage afforded the Lafayette Parish School System, its officials, employees and 
volunteers as an insured applies as primary and not excess or contributing to any other 
insurance issued in the name of the Lafayette Parish School System.  

 
VII. Waiver of subrogation for Workers' Compensation insurer.  
 
VIII. All policies will provide coverage indemnifying and holding LPSS harmless as provided 

in the language found in the specifications.  
 
CANCELLATION OF INSURANCE(S): 
The Contractor shall not cause any insurance policy to be cancelled or permit it to lapse and all 
insurance policies shall include a clause to the effect that the insurance policy or certificate shall 
not be subject to cancellation or to a reduction in the required limits of liability or amounts of 
insurance until notice has been mailed to the Owner stating the date when such cancellation or 
reduction shall be effective, which date shall not be less than thirty (30) days after such notice.  
 
FEES, PERMITS, ETC.: 
The General Contractor shall be responsible for all permits and fees.  
 
SOCIAL SECURITY, UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE, ETC.:  
The Contractor shall be responsible and shall hold the Owner free from any fees, both federal 
and state, in connection with Social Security Unemployment Taxes and Old Age Benefits.  
 
CHANGE NOTIFICATION:  
Successful vendor will receive written notification from the Central Office of the LPSS if and 
when any changes are required. Change requests whether for frequency of pick-ups or 
size/number of containers per site ate all to be finalized by the LPSS Central Office --not on a 
site basis request. Lafayette Parish School System will not be responsible for any changes made 
which are not in writing from the School System.

Frequency of Garbage Collection:  
At present garbage is collected three (3) times each week.  Garbage must be collected between 
the hours of 7:00 am and 4:00 pm.  Collection must comply with City-Parish ordinances.

Effective dates of service charge increases shall occur only on the anniversary dates of the 
contract, and must be preceded by a written notice, detailing the tip fee increase. This notice 
shall be provided to LPSS by contractor, not less than 60 days prior to effective date of service 
charge increase.  
 
Type &  Condition of Garbage Containers: 
The Contractor shall provide all flat top containers, not slant tops.  
 
The contractor shall, at the time of pick up of the garbage, disinfect and deodorize all containers.  
The School System reserves the right to require that damaged or unsightly containers be replaced 
with new containers at no cost to the School System.  
 
The School System reserves the right to periodically inspect the disposal operation. Should the 
disposal service, in the opinion of the System, be found not to meet the standards and 
requirements of the Louisiana State System of Health and of the School System, it may be 
cancelled upon thirty (30) days written notice from the Lafayette Parish School System.

Failure to Collect:  
The Lafayette Parish School System shall notify the contractor of each violation of the contract 
which is reported. It shall be the duty of the contractor to take whatever steps may be necessary 
to remedy the cause of the complaint.  
 
Failure to remedy the cause of the complaint shall be considered a breach of the contract and for 
the purpose of computing damages under the provision of this section, it is agreed that the 
Lafayette Parish School System may deduct from payments due or to become due the contractor 
the following amounts as liquidated damages:  
 
1) Failure to clean up spilled refuse    $10 each instance  
2) Failure to clean containers as provided  

for in the specifications     $50 each instance  
3) Failure or neglect to collect refuse at  

those times as provided by this contract  
within twenty-four (24) hours from any  
container       $25 each failure or neglect  

 
Liquidated damages shall be determined by the Lafayette Parish School System, and deductions 
made from the payment to the Contractor after investigation by the Lafayette Parish School 
System, whose decision in the matter shall be binding upon both parties, unless appealed in 
writing to the Lafayette Parish School System within five (5) days after notice. Decisions by the 
Lafayette Parish School System shall be final and binding upon both parties.  
 
The Owner may make such investigation as he deems necessary to determine the ability of the 
proposer to perform the work, and the proposer shall furnish to the Owner all such information 
and data for this purpose as the Owner may request. The Owner reserves the right to reject any 
proposal if the evidence submitted by, or investigation of, such proposer fails to satisfy the 
Owner that such proposer is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the contract and to 
complete the work contemplated therein.  
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SECTION I I  -RECYCLING PROGRAM 
 
The program is on a site-by-site basis. Potential proposers shall be proposing on a weekly and 
“on call”  pick-up basis.  
 
Recycling containers are to be located near the garbage containers at each site. Containers are to 
be properly identified as for recycling materials only. Containers must have tops to protect the 
contents from the elements.  
 
Containers are to be the property of the successful proposer.  
 
Containers shall be kept clean by the successful proposer.  
 
The Lafayette Parish School System reserves the right to require that damaged or unsightly 
containers be replaced with new containers at no cost to the School System.  
 
Lafayette Parish School System will be recycling Corrugated Cardboard.  
 
Lafayette Parish School System reserves the right to add additional items in the future if needed.  
 
A) Container size and price per week based on one (1) pick-up per week: 
 

1. 4 cu yd        per week 
2. 6 cu yd        per week 
3. 8 cu yd        per week 

 
B) Container size and price per call based on an “on call”  basis: 
 

1. 4 cu yd        per call  
2. 6 cu yd        per call  
3. 8 cu yd        per call 

 
The Lafayette Parish School System reserves the right to accept both of the above prices (if there 
is a difference in price) and use the price that best suits each site. The Lafayette Parish School 
System reserves the right to change pick-up selection at each site as needed during the contract 
period.  
 
If the "on-call" basis is used, each site will call for pick-up as needed. The contractor will have to 
submit a ticket signed by each site designee on a monthly basis with each invoice. Invoices 
submitted without a signed pick-up ticket will not be paid.

SECTION 5.0 
TERMS OF CONTRACT 

 
 
 

4.1 CONTRACT: 
The successful proposer will be required to enter into a formal contract with LPSS. The 
contract will incorporate the RFP, standard contract terms, Special Provisions, published 
addenda and the response of the successful proposer. Any contract resulting from this 
RFP may not be modified, amended, extended , or augmented except through an 
authorized contract modification executed by the parties hereto, and any breach or default 
by a party shall not be waived or released other than in writing signed by the other party. 
LPSS reserves the right to eliminate or exclude aspects of the proposal which may be 
determined by LPSS to be unnecessary or which aspects LPSS decides to assume itself or 
let out by separate contract. 

 
4.2 CONTRACT TERMS: 

The following standard contract terms shall be included in the contract, and they are not 
negotiable. By submitting a proposal in response to this RFP, the proposer shall be 
deemed to have agreed to all such terms and to their inclusion in the contract, except only 
to the extent that the proposal takes express exception to any such term(s) and describes 
the reasons therefore. Provided, however, that the school system may, in its sole 
discretion, waive the required application of any such term(s), if the school system 
determines that is in its best interests in the circumstances. 

 
4.3 LENGTH OF CONTRACT: 

The term of this contract shall begin on September 1, 2009 and shall extend no more than 
one year from that date unless otherwise specified, earlier terminated, or extended 
pursuant to state fiscal rules provided that the vendor shall remain responsible for 
contract obligations which necessarily continue beyond such termination date, including 
final audit. The school system may request, at its discretion, additional terms or period(s) 
of one (1) year but in no case shall the contract extend beyond three (3) years from the 
date first approved by the Board as noted above. 

 
Prices shall be firm through first year of contract. Requests for any proposed price change 
after first year of contract must be submitted along with supporting documentation to 
LPSS Purchasing a minimum of sixty (60) days prior to the proposed effective date of 
such change. Only one price change per year will be allowed, which must be approved by 
purchasing and implemented with renewal process described above.
