Before proceeding with the following steps, be sure that the wireless access
point is connected to a live connection in your classroom, the power ison,
and the wireless card is fully seated in the ot on the laptop. (See Set-up)

If your laptop is not connecting to the wireless access point when the laptop boots up,
networking applications, such asthe Internet and File Sharing will not work.

In the system tray, located next to the time you will see two icons that represent the two
network connections available on the laptop.

“wired” connection.

The red X
means you are not connected.

Step 1
Double-click on the wireless icon.

Select by clicking once on the wireless network named sultcase, and click on button
labeled CONNECT.

When Step 2 is completed successfully, you will be prompted to enter the network key.
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Step 3
Enter the following key in twice COffeecaf e notice the second character in the key is
not the letter “O” but the numeral “0”. Next click once on CONNECT button.
